1. Standards

2. Objective/Benchmark

· The students will learn how to create one point perspective in space.

· Students will learn how to create atmospheric perspective.

· Students will be shown how to place similar spaced objects in space.

· Students will learn the six ways to create the illusion of depth.

· Students will learn how to color and shade with colored pencils.

3. Anticipatory Set

· 2 power point presentations by Mark Voege, 1 Point Perspective and 2 Point Perspective.

· Previous student examples shown.

4. Input

a. Task Analysis

Day 1-3

PRESENTATION: (15 minutes)

· Introduce lesson,  http://www.olejarz.com/arted/perspective/
· Previous student examples shown.
· Pass out step-by-step perspective drawing handouts. 

DEMONSTRATIONS: (15 minutes)

· Show the students how to create the first few steps of the drawing on an overhead projector.

· Show students how to create a focal point and create the basis of their tabletop.

WORKSESSION: (35 minutes)

· Materials will be passed out for the assignment. Each student will be given an 18”X24” sheet of paper and a ruler.

· The teacher will begin demonstrating how to create the horizon line on a sheet of paper using the overhead projector.  Teacher and students will follow step-by-step perspective instructions on hand out until end of class.

CLEAN UP: (10 minutes)
Day 4-6

PRESENTATION:  (10 minutes)

· The teacher will fill in the “Anchoring Table-Depth” handout
on the overhead with student participation, students fill in their copies.

· Teacher will emphasize that students can also lighten the color of their tabletop patterns closer to the horizon line. It should gradually intensify toward the bottom of the paper. This gives their drawing atmospheric perspective.
DEMONSTRATIONS: (20 minutes)

· Teacher and students will continue follow step-by-step perspective instructions on hand.

· The teacher will show students various ways to shade or color in their drawing. 

WORKSESSION: (30 minutes)

· Students will have the ability to experiment with colored pencils to render their drawing. The teacher may have to speak with each individual student to give them specific instructions on how to use medium.

CLEAN UP: (10 minutes)
b. Thinking Levels

· Students know how to create step-by-step technical drawings.
· Student understands 5 characteristics of the depth techniques being studied.
· Student can create a drawing with correct shading and highlights using colored pencils.

c. Learning Styles and/or Accommodations

· Describe what steps students will be working through and ask for     questions regarding the process.

· Students can consult with teacher to be refreshed on any techniques.

· Students can refer to handout for in-depth step-by-step explanation of perspective drawing process.

5. Modeling

· Teacher overhead demo of perspective drawing, shading and medium techniques for depth.

· Individual student consultation as needed.

· Power points on 1 and 2 pt. Perspective.

6. Check for Understanding

· Are your perspective lines accurate?

· Did you create atmosphere in your drawing by techniques presented?

· How can you improve on any problem areas?

7. Guided Practice

· Assist students to learn how to create one point perspective in space.

· Show students how to create atmospheric perspective.

· Check student’s attention to craftsmanship and neatness.

8. Independent Practice

· Student effectively executes an accurately drawn perspective space and applies all techniques given. 

9. Closure

· All drawings are placed in correct folder grading.

10. Reflection

· Was the time allowed for the project completion sufficient or should it be    adjusted for the next time?

· Did the students use the time wisely?  Did they put forth expected effort and energy to the project?

· What changes can improve it?

	Drawing 
	Drawing is expressive and detailed. Shapes, patterns, shading and/or texture are used to add interest to the art. Student has great control and is able to experiment a little. 
	Drawing is expressive and somewhat detailed. Little use has been made of pattern, shading, or texture. Student has basics, but had not "branched" out. 
	Drawing has few details. It is primarily representational with very little use of pattern, shading or texture. Student needs to improve control. 
	The drawing lacks almost all detail OR it is unclear what the drawing is intended to be. Student needs to work on control. 
	  

	Knowledge Gained - Technique 
	Student can accurately draw 5 characteristics of the technique being studied and is able to follow steps instructed. 
	Student can accurately name 4 characteristics of the technique being studied and 

is able to follow steps instructed
	Student can accurately name 3 characteristics of the technique being studied and 

tried to follow steps instructed.
	Student cannot accurately name 3 characteristics of the technique being studied OR cannot follow any steps. 
	  

	Use of materials 
	Student typically keeps area clean and protected without reminders. The student shows great respect for the materials and his fellow students. 
	Student typically adequately cleans materials and work area at the end of the session without reminder, but the area may be messy during the work session. Student shows respect for materials and fellow students. 
	Student adequately cleans and takes care of materials if reminded. Shows some respect for materials and fellow students. 
	Student deliberately misuses materials AND/OR does not adequately clean materials or area when reminded. Shows little respect for materials or fellow students. 
	  

	Planning and Explanation 
	Student can describe in detail at any point during the drawing process how s/he envisions the final product and how they intend to reach their goal. Very focused and goal-oriented. 
	Student can somewhat describe how s/he envisions the final product and can describe some of the steps s/he will use to reach the goal. Focused with some planning. 
	Student can describe how s/he envisions the final product but finds it difficult to describe how s/he will reach that goal. Has set a goal, but let's things evolve in somewhat random manner. 
	Student has thought very little about the project. Is present but is not invested in the product.
