2. Objective/Benchmark

· Students will apply their knowledge of creating light and dark tones of a color.

· Students will mix acrylic paint to create appropriate tonal steps of color.

3. Anticipatory Set

· Teacher drawing examples shown and explanation given about tones used in all rendered artwork.

4. Input

a. Task Analysis

1-2 Days

PRESENTATION:  (5 minutes)

· Teacher explanation of tonal drawing and painting consisting of black, white and grays with maybe, a little color.  Students will be given a worksheet with a blank tonal chart printed on it.  

DEMONSTRATION: (5 minutes)

· The teacher will demonstrate how to mix black, white and a primary/secondary color together to give selected color different tones. Then she will gradually fill in a blank chart showing students how to create the desired light and dark tones of a color.

· Next, teacher shows the students a completed chart for the students to see an example of what the finished assignment should look like.  Students will note that if their paintings are done correctly, each of the columns will have the same tone if they were xeroxed in black and white.

WORKSESSION: (35 minutes)

· Students will gather their paint materials, water for brushes, paper towel and take them to their seat. 

· The students will be given the tone worksheet and begin to work.

· Students will first choose a primary color and a secondary color. They

will first paint the chosen colors in the top block of one of the columns on the worksheet. 

· Students will mix one of their chosen colors with white, creating a very light tone. The color should almost look white with a hint of the chosen color. The student will paint the second block of the chosen column with a slightly darker tone. For each block below the selected color the students will add small amounts of black and the primary/secondary color to the already mixed whitish color. Each time a new color is mixed it will be painted below the previous block. Each block should get more dark and intense with color until the last block is almost a black or dark gray.

· Students will also do this in their second column with their other selected color. The idea is to have the same tone of color for each of the colors across from each other. 

CLEAN UP: (15minutes)

· Students will be instructed to thoroughly clean their dirty paintbrushes in the sink and put them, brush hair up, in the designated paintbrush can. 

STUDENTS SHOULD NOT DUMP THEIR PAINTBRUSHES IN THE SINK.

· The students should place tone charts into drying racks and dump the dirty water out of their cups and place the cups by the sink. The cardboard color pallets will be thrown away.

· Blue spray detergent will be located by the sink on order for students to wipe the paint off their tables with sponges or paper towel.

· The teacher will make the decision to continue the assignment into the next day or should the students complete the assignment during their free time if not completed today.

b. Thinking Levels

· Student understands tonal theory. 

· Student demonstrates knowledge by mixing colors accurately. 

c. Learning Styles and/or Accommodations

·    Anticipatory video clips and teacher examples to explain tonal concept 

·   Additional guided help for those who need assistance 

d. Methods and Materials

· Review project objectives with students

· Acrylic paint, brushes, water cans, paper towel

· Copies needed for tonal worksheet chart

5. Modeling

· Teacher review of color mixing and steps on chart, suggestions or improvements on an individual basis.

6. Check for Understanding

· Look for problems that students may have and help those who are at the first step in their chart.

7. Guided Practice

· Student effectively executes good painting brushwork and craftsmanship based on teacher demonstration.  

8. Independent Practice

· Students are painting and are responsible for keeping paint areas clean. 

9. Closure

· Students place their charts on the drying rack

10. Reflection

· Was the time allowed for the project completion sufficient or should it be    adjusted for the next time?

· Did the students use the time wisely?  Did they put forth expected effort and energy to the project?

· What changes can improve it?
